I have thoughtlessly sinned and have chosen to sin, even when I know it is wrong.  
I have sinned in thought, word and action.  I have also sinned by not doing the things 
that you ask me to do.   
For all the evil and sin that are part of me and my life, you should cast me away from 
your presence forever.   O Lord, I am sorry for my sins. Please forgive me, for Jesusô sake.  

We have a moment of silence for private confession of our specific sins to God. 
 
 

Absolution of Sins 
The use of the keys is that special power and right which Christ gave to his church on earth: to forgive the 
sins of penitent sinners.  See John 20:21-23. 
 

M: Christ has died. Christ is risen. Christ will come again. We can see the 
love of God in our Savior, Jesus.  In his great mercy, God made us alive 
in Christ even when we were dead in our sins. Hear the word of Christ 
through his called servant: I forgive you all your sins in the name of the 
Father and of the Son (+) and of the Holy Spirit.

Lesson:  Isaiah 6: 1-8  
 
 In the year that King Uzziah died, I saw the Lord seated on a throne, high and exalted, 
and the train of his robe filled the temple. 2 Above him were seraphs, each with six wings: With 
two wings they covered their faces, with two they covered their feet, and with two they were 
flying. 3 And they were calling to one another:  
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ñHoly, holy, holy is the LORD Almighty;   the whole earth is full of his glory.ò  
4 At the sound of their voices the doorposts and thresholds shook and the temple was filled with 
smoke.  

5 ñWoe to me!ò I cried. ñI am ruined! For I am a man of unclean lips, and I live among a 
people of unclean lips, and my eyes have seen the King, the LORD Almighty.ò  

6 Then one of the seraphs flew to me with a live coal in his hand, which he had taken with 
tongs from the altar. 7 With it he touched my mouth and said, ñSee, this has touched your lips; 
your guilt is taken away and your sin atoned for.ò  

8 Then I heard the voice of the Lord saying, ñWhom shall I send? And who will go for us?ò

Lesson:  Luke 5: 1-11 
One day as Jesus was standing by the Lake of Gennesaret, with the people crowding around him 
and listening to the word of God, 2 he saw at the waterôs edge two boats, left there by the 
fishermen, who were washing their nets. 3 He got into one of the boats, the one belonging to 
Simon, and asked him to put out a little from shore. Then he sat down and taught the people 
from the boat.  

4 When he had finished speaking, he said to Simon, ñPut out into deep water, and let down 
the nets for a catch.ò  

5 Simon answered, ñMaster, weôve worked hard all night and havenôt caught anything. But 
because you say so, I will let down the nets.ò  

6 When they had done so, they caught such a large number of fish that their nets began to 
break. 7 So they signaled their partners in the other boat to come and help them, and they came 
and filled both boats so full that they began to sink.  

8 When Simon Peter saw this, he fell at Jesusô knees and said, ñGo away from me, Lord; I am 
a sinful man!ò 9 For he and all his companions were astonished at the catch of fish they had 
taken, 10 and so were James and John, the sons of Zebedee, Simonôs partners.  
Then Jesus said to Simon, ñDonôt be afraid; from now on you will catch men.ò 11 So they 

pulled their boats up on shore, left everything and followed him.

14 How, then, can they call on the one they have not believed in? And how can they believe 

in the one of whom they have not heard? And how can they hear without someone preaching to 
them? 15 And how can they preach unless they are sent? As it is written, ñHow beautiful are the 
feet of those who bring good news!ò 

16 But not all the Israelites accepted the good news. For Isaiah says, ñLord, who has believed 
our message?ò 17 Consequently, faith comes from hearing the message, and the message is heard 
through the word of Christ.

From 
there He will come to judge the living and the dead.
